Day 1 - Fly non-stop Detroit to San Francisco.  This afternoon enjoy a scenic boat cruise on the famous San Francisco Harbor. 

Dinner included tonight. Lodging at Marriott Fisherman’s Wharf - 2 nights.  

Day 2 - A sightseeing tour highlights our morning. This afternoon cross the Golden Gate Bridge and visit Muir Woods National 

Monument, home to the coastal redwoods, the tallest of all living things. Late afternoon arrive in the world-renowned waterfront com-

munity of Sausalito. Sit back and take it all in. Have a drink at a quaint harbor front pub, explore the variety of eclectic shops and gal-

leries and have dinner at your leisure overlooking the scenic waterfront. Conclude our day taking the Sausalito Ferry back to San 

Francisco.

Day 3 - Enjoy a leisurely morning before boarding Amtrak’s California Zephyr for a scenic daytime journey through the Sierra Ne-

vada Mountains. Excursion (7) hours. The Sierra Nevada’s Range is a magnificent skyline and spectacular landscape, making it 

one of the most beautiful physical features of the U.S. Arrive early evening in Truckee, California and transfer to Lake Tahoe for a (3) 

night stay. Lodging: Harrah’s Hotel & Casino. 

Day 4 - Enjoy a day trip to Virginia City and Carson City. Get acquainted with historic Virginia City aboard the VC Trolley Tour. 

Next, take the Chollar Mine Tour and experience real working conditions of a Comstock miner. Enjoy some leisure time in Virginia 

City with its wooden sidewalks, lively saloons and unique downtown. Later, visit Carson City and the Nevada State Railroad Mu-

seum. See extensive collections of locomotives, rolling stock, artifacts and memorabilia. Evening at leisure in Lake Tahoe. 

Day 5 - Start our day on the Lake Tahoe Scenic Byway, a 28-mile stretch of lakeside highway that offers strikingly beautiful views of 

the deep blue alpine lake, tall pines and snow-capped mountain peaks in the majestic Sierra Nevada range. This afternoon all aboard 

the M.S Dixie II for one of the most beautiful boat cruises in North America, scenic Lake Tahoe. 

See South Tufa, 

Mono Lake’s iconic Tufa Towers, columns of calcium carbonate which form bizarre figures jutting right out of the Lake. Lunch is 

included at unique Whoa Nellie’s. Later arrive at our lodging in El Portal, California, a small town just outside of Yosemite Na-

tional Park. Lodging: Yosemite View Lodge - 2 nights.  

Day 7 - Yosemite is not just a great valley, but a shrine to human foresight, the strength of granite, the powers of glaciers, the persis-

tence of life, and the tranquility of the High Sierra. Surrounded by natural beauty, seemingly endless wilderness, sheer granite cliffs 

and remarkable tranquility, get ready to experience one of America’s greatest natural splendors. A Valley Floor Tram Tour highlights 

this experience. Lunch is included at the spectacular Ahwahnee Hotel located in the heart of the park. This afternoon visit Mariposa 

Grove of Giant Sequoias home of our 500 giant sequoias. A tram tour takes us right through to view these iconic monsters.  

Day 8 - Head back to San Francisco for our last night. Arrive mid day and enjoy leisure time to explore Fisherman’s Wharf, San 

Fran’s iconic waterfront landmark. Lodging at Marriott Fisherman’s Wharf - 1 nights.
